New Load Restrictions in  
Effect on Local Roads
By-law aims to reduce impact of heavy  
vehicles and extend life of Lakeshore’s roads
In April, Council approved a 

by-law amendment to introduce 
year-round load restrictions on all 
of Lakeshore’s Class B Roads.
Some exceptions apply. Truck 

traffic taking the most direct routes 
from non-restricted roads for normal 
deliveries to local properties, for 
example, may be permitted.

As part of the rollout of new 
restrictions, signage will be installed 
throughout Lakeshore.
